We
have taught the children 23 new sounds/phonemes s,a,t,p,i,n,m,d,g,0,c/k,e,u,r,h b f,j,v,w,y,z,qu
it would be great if you could recap these with your child at home. During our Numbers and
Patterns sessions we have taught the children to recite numbers past 5, to recognise numerals,
talk about and explore 2D and 3D shapes, to use mathematical language, to extend and create
patterns.
